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Writing at home.  

Try to encourage your child to continue writing and being creative at home. Perhaps get them 

to write a short story at some stage. Below are some ideas on how you could carry this out.  

Prompts 

Give your child a prompt, gather pictures, old 

photographs, household objects, or toys, to give them 

some direction.  

Also try to include a word bank, with words that may be 

useful but difficult to spell independently.  

Planning 

Encourage your child to plan the story before they begin. Get 

them to think about a beginning, middle and end. Record this on 

a planning sheet if necessary, or perhaps on voice recorder on 

Ipad or mobile phone, so they don’t forget their creative ideas.  

 

Beginning to Write 

If helpful, allow your child to use technology to complete their piece of writing.  

The Notes app on Ipad or Iphone can 

be really easy and very effective.  

 

Proof reading 

Encourage your child to assess their writing throughout. The following 

visual is a good way to remind them to check for starting a new 

sentence, omissions of words, punctuation and spelling.  

 

 

Underlines incorrect spelling, and 

offers an alternative.  

Predictive text, gives options for the 

next word. Again, helping with 

spelling.
